I am pleased to announce that the New York City Percent for Art
Program is now underway. As you may know, the Regulations
became effective in September 1983, charging the Department of
Cultural Affairs, under the direction of Commissioner Bess
Myerson, with the respcnsibility for implementing the program.
The Department has contracted with the Public Art Fund, a not-
for-profit arts organization, to assist with administering the
program.

With the active cooperation of many city agencies, the first
eligible projects have been identified. Meetings of the artist
selection panels for the first projects have commenced.
